Hinamatsuri - March 3rd 
Also known as Doll Festival or Girls’ Festival in 
Japan, Hinamatsuri is a day when people 
pray for the happiness and healthy growth of 
girls. Families with young daughters mark this 
day by setting up a display of dolls inside the 
house and offering rice crackers and other 
food to the dolls. 
 
 
Shrove Tuesday - March 4th  
Shrove Tuesday occurs the day before Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent 
in the Roman Catholic Church. ’Shrove’ is the past tense of the word ’shrive,’ 
which means to hear a confession, assign penance, and absolve from sin. 
Shrove Tuesday is a reminder that we are entering a season of penance.  
 
Ash Wednesday - March 5th  
Ash Wednesday is the beginning of Lent, the forty-day period (excluding 
Sundays) of prayer, repentance and self-denial that precedes Easter.  
 
 
 
World Day of Prayer - March 7th  
A world-wide annual day of prayer hosted by women from Protestant, 
Orthodox, and Roman Catholic traditions. Celebrated annually in over 170 
countries on the first Friday in March. Every year, worship service focuses on a 
different country and a specific theme.
