· Land acknowledgement.

Square Payment App
· App-only option allows credit card and debit payments by phone.
· Credit: 2.5% per transaction
· Debit: 1.75% + $0.07
· Dongle cost: approximately $55–$75
· Full terminal cost: approximately $400
· Recommendation from Dixon PAC is to start with the app and move to a terminal later.
Angeline will confirm transaction fees.

Spring Fair
Scheduled for May 28, 5:00–8:00 pm.
Sensory quiet fair from 4:30–5:00 pm.
Games have been booked and a deposit of $840 has been paid. Some prizes have already been purchased, with additional prizes still needed. Approximately 35–40 volunteers will be required per time block, with shifts divided into 30-minute or 1-hour intervals.
Theresa is exploring the option of food trucks to help reduce volunteer demands. PAC will sell snacks such as candy bags, pop, juice, and popcorn.
To date, 20 donations have been collected for the silent auction. A water station and additional garbage and recycling bins have been requested for borrowing from the City of Richmond. These will be delivered and picked up by the City at no cost.
